DX DX s any entity listed in the ARRL DXCC List except the 50 states of the United States
and the District of Columbia. Stations on boats and planes operating legally within the 12-
mile territorial limits of a DX entity as previously defined are considered to be DX operating
from that entity.

REQUIREMENTS:

1. All applicants for this award must hold a 100-Point Certificate for the main band/mode for which
an application for this award is submitted. (The main band is the one requiring contacts totaling
450 (375+75) points.)

2. All contacts must be made on The 3905 Century Club, Inc. nets and must be on the same
band and mode except as specified in 5 below.

3. Acall sign may appear only once on this application. Call signs modified by PORTABLE or
MOBILE designators are considered to be the same call sign. For example, W4XYZ,
WA4XYZ/5, VPO/WA4XYZ are all the same call sign for the purpose of this award.

4. All QSL cards applied toward this award may have been used on prior awards other than the
Journeyman Award, and may be used on other Club awards that do not specifically restrict their
use.

5. This award requires five hundred (500) points earned by making contacts as specified below:

CONTACT REQUIREMENTS PTS
Five (5) different prefixes in each of 25 states from band 1, three (3) points 375
each prefix.
Fifteen (15) different DX entities from Band 1, five (5) points each. 75
Ten (10) contacts on a band (same mode) other than Band 1 used for the 50
above contacts, five (5) points each.
Example: These ten contacts on 40M SSB, others above on 75M SSB.
